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Summary of selection process

Applicants will be evaluated based on the following criteria:

+  Academic performance in Year 12 studies or in subsequent tertiary
studies as provided through QTAC

+  Evaluation of the written component of the application form
+  Ruraland remote or Indigenous background.

In 2023, the College of Medicine and Dentistry has available
approximately 80 places in the first year of the Bachelor of Dental
Surgery degree. A limited number of places are allocated to non-Year 12
applicants.

Applicants will be selected for entry into the James Cook University
Bachelor of Dental Surgery degree based on their application and their
academic results.

INFORMATION FOR THOSE WHO ARE NOT STUDYING
YEAR 12 OR EQUIVALENT THIS YEAR.

The most recent course GPA (Grade Point Average) score will be used

to rank applicants who have commenced or completed tertiary studies.
While an applicant’s most recent GPA is given the most weight, the
applicant’s entire academic profile as supplied by QTAC will be considered.
An applicant’s other studies/qualifications that do not generate a GPA
score will not be considered.

INFORMATION FOR NEW ZEALAND APPLICANTS
STUDYING NCEA THIS YEAR

New Zealand Students studying and completing the National Certificate
of Educational Achievement (NCEA) in 2022 are unlikely to receive their

NCEA results early enough to be considered for entry to the Bachelor of

Dental Surgery at JCU in 2023.

Due to the expected timing of the release of the NCEA results, students
currently studying and completing the NCEA are encouraged to apply to
JCU in 2023 for the 2024 entry intake for Bachelor of Dental Surgery.

Offers of a place in the Bachelor of Dental Surgery degree are made by
QTAC. QTAC will make an offer for the highest preference for which you
qualify.

Successful applicants are required to follow the QTAC procedure for
acceptance of a place in the Bachelor of Dental Surgery degree.

UNSUCCESSFUL APPLICANTS

An applicant who has been unsuccessful in obtaining a place in the James
Cook University Bachelor of Dental Surgery, but who is strongly motivated
towards a career in the dental surgery field, might consider undertaking

a bachelor degree in medical laboratory science, biomedical science or a
science degree.

Unsuccessful applicants considering undertaking studies in one of the
above degrees with a view to eventual acceptance into the dental surgery
degree should be aware that the number of places available for non-
school leaver entry into the James Cook University Bachelor of Dental
Surgery is very limited.

It would be inappropriate and unwise for an unsuccessful applicant to see
that eventual outcome as anything other than a possibility.

Pre-requisites

For entry into James Cook University’s Bachelor of Dental Surgery degree,
applicants must have successfully completed Year 12 English (Units 3/4,
C), Mathematical Methods (Units 3/4, C) and Chemistry (Units 3/4, C)

or interstate or overseas equivalent. The study of Physics and Biology is
highly desirable.

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Inherent Requirements and Reasonable
Adjustments

Inherent requirements are the fundamental abilities, attributes, skills and
behaviors needed to successfully complete the course. Find your course
requirements under Inherent Requirements.

This course may have specific admission requirements such as
immunisation, the requirement to obtain a Suitability to work

with Children Card, National Criminal History Check and/or other
requirements that Students must comply with. Students must complete
all Professional Experience Placement requirements by the prescribed
deadlines and maintain currency of all requirements in order to stay
admitted to the course.

Professional Experience Placement

Students Professional Experience Placement is a formal component of
this course and prepares you for registration and/or accreditation as

a professional in your field. Visit Preparing for Professional Experience
Placement for more information.

Vaccinations

Students must provide evidence of being immune to Hepatitis B, and that
they have been vaccinated or evidence that they are not susceptible to the
vaccine preventable diseases (VPD) of Measles, Mumps, Rubella (MMR);
Varicella and Pertussis.

Professional Experience Placement is a requirement of this course and
students may be engaged in roles where there is contact that would allow
transmission of a VPD. Students are required to comply with the above
requirement prior to commencing their first Professional Experience
Placement or by the end of the first Teaching Period of their studies (or
whichever is sooner), otherwise their enrolment will be terminated.

The College of Medicine and Dentistry recommends additional
vaccinations and students will receive information regarding these
vaccinations at the commencement of their first year. Information on the
pre-placement requirements for the Bachelor of Dental Surgery can be
found at Preparing for Professional Experience Placement.
